• Spearheaded renovation of an employee training center on Depot - $416,000

• Spearheaded installation of new traffic signals along the major truck route to the Depot from 
Interstate 81 - $312,000

• Spearheaded the acquisition of 2.5 acres of private land for a future secure access gate to the 
Depot - $380,000

• Spearheaded construction of a reinforced concrete loading dock facility in support of Depot 
inland node projects - $340,000

• Support of community related events on Business Opportunity Showcase – $177,000

• Spearheaded the return of 250 acres of “BRAC” land to the Depot for future development 

• Successfully lobbied for the creation of a bi-partisan Military Installation and Base Development
